We will be able to use and select new resources and continue to develop confidence in trying new activities. We will remember to follow the rules and be able to talk to others to resolve conflict.  We will develop appropriate ways of being assertive. 


We will practise counting securely to 5 and then to 10. We will be able to talk about and identify patterns around them, extend and create ABAB patterns and notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern.


We will be exploring different ways of expressing themselves through a variety of  methods and colours and by showing detail within their artwork. They will begin to develop complex stories using small world equipment.  They will sing songs and play instruments.


The children will develop an understanding of different environments and where they are in the world.  We will talk about countries around the world and talk about the differences they have experienced or seen in photos.


We will use a range of vocabularly across our learning linked to our topic 'Exploring Environments'; such as the animals, the clothes that would be worn and the weather.  We will practise talking in longer sentences.  We will use conversations to help organise ourselves and and in our play.
